During the last week of January I was 
able to be in retreat with some of our 
district  pastors up at our beautiful Lake 
Louise Camp and Retreat Center.  We 
enjoyed some great time together     
fellowshipping, learning and celebrating 
all that God is   doing in our churches. 
 
During one of the sessions we talked 
about three critical questions that each            
congregation must wrestle with as they 
seek to live into the missional (missional 
simply means “sent” we are a sent peo-
ple empowered to go into all the world –       
beginning right here in Roscommon – to 
spread the gospel of Jesus Christ and 
make disciples for him) call of God to be 
a blessing to the people of their        
community.   
 
The three questions are:

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������������������������������������Richard (Dick) and Nancy (Gay) Bronson 
Dimock were both born and raised in Detroit, 
Michigan. Dick was born June 21, 1938 and Gay 
was born October 29, 1943. As Gay puts it, “he 
was a “westsider” and I was an “eastsider”.   
     Dick graduated from Cody High School in 
1956, and earned a Bachelor Degree in Police    
Administration from Wayne State University in 
1971. Dick eventually returned to Central       
Michigan to earn a Master’s in Management and 
Supervision. In addition, he attended the FBI     
national academy for police supervisors in 1981. 
Dick worked for the Detroit Police Dept. for seven 
years, and then worked for the Birmingham Police 
Dept. for 30 years until he retired in 1997.   
     Gay graduated from Osborn high School in 
1961 and then in 1965 she graduated from Wayne 
State where she earned a Bachelor Degree in   
Business Education.  Gay taught school at Pershing 
High School in Detroit and later she worked for the 
Troy School District. 
     Dick and Gay met in 1965 at a bowling party 
sponsored by the Jack & Jill Club of Detroit. They 
were married 8 months later on August 19, 1966. 
They moved to Troy and raised four children,    
Susan, Jill, Ed, and Jon.  They have also been 
blessed with ten grandchildren. 
     Gay said “The most important event in our lives 
came in 1973 when we came to know Jesus as our 
Lord and Savior.” Although they had both been 
raised in Christian homes, they didn’t know about 
the Salvation message. That changed when Gay 
was invited to join a Bible Study with some    
neighbor ladies. During the study, the women    
began sharing their faith, friendship, and prayers 
which changed their lives forever.

UMC in the fall of 1997. They said “the            
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welcoming atmosphere and the faithful preaching 
of God’s Word confirmed that we had found our 
new church family.” Dick enjoys the Friday    
morning men’s fellowship breakfast (small group). 
It gives him an opportunity to get to know the     
different men in the church. These guys share their 
stories, have a few laughs, pray and support each 
other on their life journey. Dick would love to see 
more men give this breakfast a try. Gay enjoys   
being part of the Women of the Bible and serves 
wherever she can. She also co-chairs the Shepherd-
ing Team where she has implemented many things 
such as the Living Stones prayer ministry. This is 
the ministry in our church that sees to it that       
everyone in our church is prayed for every day.   
      Gay and Dick are busy people. They both have 
enjoyed learning American Sign Language and use 
it in our worship service which is so lovely to 
watch. Gay loves quilting and clogging. Dick loves 
gardening and was honored to have his garden    
featured on the Kirtland Garden walk several years 
ago.
