As followers of Jesus, the Bible is the 
primary tool at our disposal that has the 
potential to shape and mold us into the 
people that God would have us be.  It’s 
pages are full of people who have  
wrestled with God in their attempt to live 
into the human beings that God has  
desired for us to be all along: a people 
who are created to bear God’s image to 
the world. 
 
While much of the Bible reads with the 
ease of any other story, there are parts 
that can be confusing and even down-
right disturbing.  There is a tendency to 
view the events that happened in the 
Scriptures in such a way that would 
suggest that God sanctioned all the 
events – the good, the bad, and the  
ugly – instead of understanding the   
Bible as a record of a people who often 
got it wrong, sometimes got it right, but 
were nonetheless loved by a God who 
could not let them go. 
 
Over my past year and a half as your 
pastor I have been humbled by the  
passion that you have expressed to be 
better students of the Scriptures.  Your 
desire to be truly transformed by what 
we read together in the pages of this 
amazing book is evident in so many 
ways. 
 
You’ll remember that last year, I asked 
us all to consider reading through the 
Bible together following a daily reading 
calendar.  It’s been so great to share 
the journey with some of you as you 
have shared your experiences with me. 
 
This year I’d like to consider continuing 
this important practice. 
 
But, instead of doing the same thing, 
this year I thought I would offer us the 
choice of at least 3 different reading 
plans each of which will be available 
January 1 on our GSUMC website and 
on the Welcome Center. 

The first is the same plan we did this past 
year.  It encompasses reading a portion of the 
Old and New Testaments, the Psalms and the 
Prophets.  I’m calling this plan the              
“Whole Bible in a Year” plan. 
 
The second is called the “5x5x5 Bible Reading 
Plan.”  This plan consists of reading the Bible 
for “5” minutes a day, “5” days a week, and 
offers “5’” was to dig deeper. 
 
The third is called the “Book-at-a-Time” Bible 
reading plan.  It provides two readings for 
each day, alternating between the Old and 
New Testaments.  It’s a great way to get 
through most of the Bible in a calendar year. 
 
So let me invite us to continue to be a       
community of faith that is committed to be 
transformed by the Scriptures so that we may 
live into our role as image bearers of God to 
the world.

Unfortunately, that would not be a good 
choice. Listen to the counsel of God as 
expressed in this contemporary    
translation of Proverbs 27:20 through 
Solomon, one of the richest people 
who ever lived — “The eyes of man are 
never satisfied.” The behavior and   
attitude which always wants more has 
a name: Greed, and it demonstrates 
itself in our lives as though we were at 
an auction. If we have $5, we want

on to say in Ecclesiastes 5:10, 
“Whoever loves money never has

A better choice would be to ask for 
God’s perspective on life and all that 
life entails. When we see life as God 
does, we realize that everything   
belongs to Him, that we are just 
managers and stewards, and that 
only what is done for Him will endure 
for eternity. When we have God’s 
perspective, we will be able to say 
with the Apostle Paul, “ . . . I have 
learned to be content whatever the 
circumstances.”

And when we have God’s   
perspective, we will put into practice 
the truth of Hebrews 13:5 —
